Our Nursery is licensed by the State of Virginia and all staff meets and/or exceeds the standards set by licensing.





Our spacious two-room Nursery allows us to have an infant room as well as a play area for older children.  Our infant area has age appropriate toys, crib, and rocking chair. The toddler area has blocks, dolls, age appropriate toys and games as well as a TV/VCR combo for age appropriate cartoons and movies. Children learn caring and sharing in a group setting and have the opportunity to socialize with children of the same age.

YOUR CHILD MUST HAVE THE FOLLOWING PAPERWORK ON FILE PRIOR TO PARTICIPATING IN KIDS KORNER SERVICES:


This information is required in order to comply with state licensing policies.





Completed Medical Profile – can be obtained from Kids Korner staff member


Copy of your child’s shot records


Copy of current physical examination


Child original birth certificate –we will verify information and return birth certificate to you immediately.





Your child’s file is updated on an annual basis for ages 2 & older and as often as monthly for children under the age of 2, so we may request additional information from you at those times.








How to make a reservation/cancellation





Due to the amount of children we serve, we highly recommend that you make a reservation if you plan to utilize Kids Korner.


You may make a reservation during Kids Korner operating hours with a staff person or by phone.  Walk in appointments are only accepted if there is space available.


In order to accommodate as many customers as we can, we will only allow you to have one reservation in our books at any given time. 


If you are unable to keep your reservation, please call to cancel.


If you are more than 15 minutes late for your reservation, your time will be opened to a drop in customer.  Remember arriving late does not alter your end time.  You will need to speak with an attendant to extend your reservation time.





Fees/Payment


The hourly rate per child is $2.50.  After one hour, fees are assessed by the half hour. 


The SBDCRC family pass allows for 2 hours of nursery service per day, per family.  One child for two hours or two children for one hour.


Families that may need additional time, outside of what their family pass allots for, can either pay the additional fees at the regular rate, or purchase a nursery pass that offers a reduced rate.


Passholders should check in at the front desk and receive their nursery ticket prior to dropping your child off at Kids Korner.





What should I send with my child


When using Kids Korner services, depending on the age of your child, please make sure to send the following:


Bottles/cups labeled with your child’s name


Bags and/or backpacks labeled with your child’s name


Disposable diapers only


Baby wipes


If needed, you can send a snack with your child.  For safety and allergy precautions, please do not send any peanut or nut products with your child and try to have things such as grapes, hotdogs, etc. cut into pieces to avoid choking hazards.


Children are not permitted to bring any electronic devices such as I-pods, personal game players, DVD players, etc.  Also please do not leave keys or wallet in your child’s bag/backpack; we cannot be responsible for the security of these types of items.





Drop Off/Pick up Procedures


You must sign your child into the nursery, filling out all the information required on the sign in sheet


Your child will then be greeted at the side door and a staff member will take your child’s bag and receive any special instructions, if necessary


When picking up your child and their belongings, you will once again come to the side door.


The attendant will issue you a fee slip (if needed), which you must then take to the front desk, pay the appropriate fee and bring receipt back to attendant.


We ask that before your baby enters Kids Korner that she/he is changed into a clean, disposable diaper.





To maintain a safe and secure environment and to help us with monitoring the Kids Korner area, we prefer that parents do not enter the nursery area when dropping off or picking up their child.





Health


Nursery attendants will not administer medication to a child while in their care.  Please do not send any medication (prescription or over the counter) with your child.





Nursery staff will do their best to maintain a healthy environment.  Parents can contribute to this effort by keeping sick children home.  Children should not be brought to Kids Korner if he/she has any of the following:





Fever -must be fever free for 24 hours before returning to Kids Korner, w/o medication


Pink eye – on medication for 24 hours with no excretion 


Unidentifiable rash – need doctor’s note to return


Diarrhea  - must be diarrhea free for 24 hours before returning to Kids Korner


Vomiting - must be vomit free for 24 hours before returning to Kids Korner


Severe cold (nose discharge must be clear; if green discharge, parent will be asked to come back to pick up child)


Head lice – can return after treatment if no nits (eggs) are present


Any contagious disease





If your child is on medication (i.e. ibuprofen) to treat any of the above symptoms he/she may not come to Kids Korner. 





Parents are required to notify the Center within 24 hours if the child or a member of the family develops a reportable communicable disease and immediately if child/family member develops a life threatening disease.





Behavior


If a child is upset and unable to be consoled, we will make every attempt to put the child at ease, but after 15 minutes attendants will seek out the parent.


If we experience any discipline/behavior issues – biting, hitting, not listening, not following rules, etc we will try to handle the situation with a time out.  You will be informed of any situations that take place


If unwanted behavior continues and cannot be corrected, we will follow our discipline procedures that involve a verbal warning (parent notified), written warning and then dismissal from nursery.
